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1.  INTRODUCTION

ÅThe Zambezi River Basin is located in Southern Africa between 9-200 South 
and 18-360 East

Å The total  area of the basin is 1.37 * 106sq km2 and extends through Angola, 
Botswana, Malawi, Mozambique, Namibia, Tanzania, Zambia and Zimbabwe

Å An estimated population of  30 million people live  within the basin

Å The basin is drained by the Zambezi River which is 2750 km long and has 
numerous tributaries

Å Most of the basin is high plateau land of the ancient Gondwana Continent
with elevations ranging between 800 and 1450m amsl

Å The basin has a mean rainfall of 950mm with 
an  average runoff of  about  103km 3 per year

Å Main socioeconomic activities include fishing, mining, agriculture,
tourism and manufacturing
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
